	Short Term On-the-Job


	Training specified by an employer
	Less than one month

	Work Experience


	Occupational skills acquired from hobbies, military training, or previous employment.
	Varies.

	Postsecondary Certificate
	Completion of a program where a certificate is awarded.
	Varies, usually less than two years.

	Associate Degree


	Undergraduate education and training usually offered by a community college.
	Two years after high school.

	Bachelor’s Degree


	Education offered by a college or university. A requirement for most professional occupations.
	At least four years, sometimes five.

	Master’s Degree


	Graduate education offered by a college or university. This degree is usually required for librarians and school counselors.
	One to two years after Bachelor's.

	Doctoral Degree


	Graduate education offered by a college or university. This degree is required for many research occupations.
	At least three years after the Bachelor's.

	First Professional Degree


	Graduate education offered by a college or university. Is minimum preparation for entry into certain occupations, such as law.
	At least two years after a Bachelor's.

	Apprenticeship


	Training requiring work experience and classroom instruction.
	Varies, usually two to five years after high school.
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
